Introduction

The practical relevance of sociology in development
activities is widely recognized throughout the world
today.

A candidate shall not be permitted to sit for the final
examination unless she /he has followed at least 80
percent of the classes held. Classes will be held on
weekends.

Course Structure & Duration

The course will be taught over a period of one
academic year.

The ninth unit will be the extended
essay not exceeding 15,000 (fifteen thousand) and not
less than 12,000 (Twelve thousand) words.

Final selection of candidates shall be the responsibility
of the Department subject to Faculty/ Senate approval.
